SEC. 535. The Departments of Commerce and Jus-5

tice, the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, 6

and the National Science Foundation shall submit spend-7

ing plans, signed by the respective department or agency 8

head, to the Committees on Appropriations of the House 9

of Representatives and the Senate within 45 days after 10

the date of enactment of this Act. 11

SEC. 536. None of the funds made available by this 12

Act may be obligated or expended to implement the Arms 13

Trade Treaty until the Senate approves a resolution of 14

ratification for the Treaty. 15

SEC. 537. None of the funds made available by this 16

Act under the heading ‘‘Pacific Coastal Salmon Recovery’’ 17

may be used for grant guidelines or requirements to estab-18

lish minimum riparian buffers. 19

SEC. 538. None of the funds made available in this 20

Act to the Department of Justice may be used, with re-21

spect to the States of Alabama, Alaska, Arizona, Cali-22

fornia, Colorado, Connecticut, Delaware, District of Co-23

lumbia, Florida, Hawaii, Illinois, Iowa, Kentucky, Maine, 24

Maryland, Massachusetts, Michigan, Minnesota, Mis-25
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sissippi, Missouri, Montana, Nevada, New Hampshire, 1

New Jersey, New Mexico, Oregon, Rhode Island, South 2

Carolina, Tennessee, Utah, Vermont, Washington, and 3

Wisconsin, to prevent such States from implementing their 4

own State laws that authorize the use, distribution, pos-5

session, or cultivation of medical marijuana. 6

SEC. 539. None of the funds made available by this 7

Act may be used in contravention of section 7606 (‘‘Legit-8

imacy of Industrial Hemp Research’’) of the Agricultural 9

Act of 2014 (Public Law 113–79) by the Department of 10

Justice or the Drug Enforcement Administration. 11

SEC. 540. (a) None of the funds made available by 12

this Act may be used to relinquish the responsibility of 13

the National Telecommunications and Information Ad-14

ministration during fiscal year 2015 with respect to Inter-15

net domain name system functions, including responsi-16

bility with respect to the authoritative root zone file and 17

the Internet Assigned Numbers Authority functions. 18

(b) Subsection (a) of this section shall expire on Sep-19

tember 30, 2015. 20

SEC. 541. (a) IN GENERAL.—During the period be-21

ginning on January 1, 2015, and ending on December 31, 22

2015, the provisions of chapter 3 of title II of the Trade 23

Act of 1974 (19 U.S.C. 2341 et seq.), as in effect on De-24

cember 31, 2014, shall apply, except that in applying and 25
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
